Covid 19 Update:  
As I am sure you are aware that Plan B of the Covid measures have been introduced in England. At 
school, we have already implemented any necessary measures prior to this announcement due to 
the relatively high case rate in Richmond. No further actions will be taken but we will keep you 
updated in case anything changes. We have been fortunate only to have had a few cases in our 
school throughout this term but continue to be vigilant and prepared for any increase before Friday.  
 
Please remember, if your child is experiencing symptoms, however mild, book them into a centre to 
have a PCR test. Your child will not be able to be in school with any of the symptoms without a 
negative test. 
Schools are no longer responsible for 'tracking and tracing' and if your child is deemed to be a close 
contact, they should be contacted by NHS Track and Trace and advised to get to get a PCR test. 
As a reminder, the main symptoms are: 
• A new continuous cough 
• A high temperature 
• Loss or change of taste or smell 
 
Whilst we promote good attendance for obvious reasons, if your child is really ill, please do not send 
them into school until they are fully recovered.

Each pupil will attend 5 sessions of 
1½ hours. Please ensure that your child is dressed to suit changing weather conditions and bring a 
bicycle and helmet.  
 
Please bring bicycles into the playground. A member of staff will be on hand to supervise.  
 
Year 5 & 6 Walking Consent: 
All consents in place will roll over to next term. Should you wish to grant your child permission for 
the new term or adjust it in anyway, please complete a new form in advance and wait for 
confirmation via email.
