Dear Parents,  

I would like to start by thanking the parents and the wider community this week for all the support that we 

have received as a school especially the beautiful e - card that was sent; we have done our very best to keep 

the school operational however the school is now closed until further notice. Thank you for your 

understanding around the cancellations and rescheduling we have had to make regarding Educational Visits, 

Assemblies and Meetings. 

We will provide you an estimated date of return as soon as we have any further information on the matter.  

As the school is now closed, the teachers have now commissioned our closure plan which was issued to the 

school this Monday in preparation for the school not being operational. School work, will be sent to via email 

from the class teacher. For those pupils who do not have access to ICT equipment, we will be providing paper 

packs, and these have been put into your child’s book bag today. If you child is already in isolation, and does 

not have access to ICT, these will be posted at some point next week.  

Extra-Curricular Clubs:  

A reminder, and if we are open, summer term clubs will begin week commencing – 27th April 2020. As the 

school is now closed, all clubs have ceased operation until the summer term.  

School Reports:  

Your Children’s second school report for this academic year will now be sent out when, and if we return from 

the school closure during the Summer Term.  

You will notice that in the key dates for the summer term that the final report for this academic year will be 

going out earlier - on Friday 26th June, and there is no parents evening scheduled.  After you have received 

the report if you still require a parents meeting, you will need to arrange this individually with the classroom 

teacher between the 29th June 2020 and 17th July 2020. We have decided to trial this approach this year 

because of the level of detail in the final report; the school felt that not all parents will find it necessary to 

have a further appointment. We will take feedback on this approach in the Autumn Term 2020.  

 

Assessments:  

All assessments have now been cancelled for this academic year; there will be no Key Stage 1 SATS, Phonics 

Screening check or Mental Arithmetic Check. All meetings related to these tests are now cancelled.
