Dear Parents,

This week we have been busy practising for the Christmas play. We have been practicing with the other
Year 1 class and the children have been showing off their dancing, singing and speaking skills.

Our Maths lessons were full of addition and subtraction activities and games. The children have shown
greater understanding when completing word problems and can now confidently read, write and understand
statements using +, - and = signs.
