Class: Potter Week 3

Friday 28" September 2018
Dear Parents,

The children have had their first Big Write in English this week using an image based on our topic
“Nocturnal animals” and we learned how to write a fact file. We also introduced the children to Coco's friend
Freddy the Full Stop man and have been working hard on using capital letters and full stops in sentences
correctly.

In our Maths lessons we were learning all about place value. We particularly looked at tens and ones and
some children even worked with hundreds. They worked out how many tens and ones are in different 2
digit numbers as well as how we can partition numbers and write addition sentences matching the number.
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Our main Topic focus was Owls and Nocturnal animals. The children were learning about different owls in
Britain and other countries and how the different habitats vary. In Art & Design the children started to make
their very own owl using oil pastels to show the feathers and wings.




Our Science lesson this week was particularly exciting for the children. We were exploring the question,
‘do fish have fingers?’. In order for the children to explore this question we brought in lots of different types
of dead fish and kept them on ice trays. The children explored what the fishes skin felt like, what shapes
and sizes the fins and tails were and were able to talk about the similarities and differences between them.

This lesson was very smelly but very exciting for the children.




WEEK 4:

ENGLISH and PHONICS — We will be focusing on Poetry. In our Phonics sessions we will be revising phase
3 digraphs and trigraphs.

MATHS — We will focus on Addition.

TOPIC — We will focus on Pandas from China.
