The children have had a lot of fun during PE this week with the focus being on spatial awareness and 

showing good control of movement during balancing activities with a beanbag.  

In Literacy we continued with letter and sound recognition and correct formation of letters in the TPA 

cursive font. Holding the pencil correctly in the tripod grip has proven a tad tricky but we will stick at it!
